Faribault Schools
Stepping into History

Faribault was highly-regarded as a place of education and culture, and

because of this gained the reputation as the “Athens of the West.”   The

people of Faribault believed in a strong public school system. In a study of city

history, it is no surprise to find this attitude was reflected in the structures built

and dedicated to all levels of education here. 

The high priority placed on education may have been due to the first leaders

in the community. With support of the townspeople, early Episcopal and Catholic

missionaries  established the first schools: Shattuck Academy, St. Mary’s Hall,

St. James School, and the Seabury University. Catholic nuns established Beth-

lehem Academy in the same era. Along with these saw establishment of the

highly-acclaimed State Academies for the Blind and Deaf, and the State Hospital.  

It was in this stimulating atmosphere that the first major school, a limestone

structure named “Old Central,” was

built one block west of present-day

Central Park. It eventually gave way

to another structure in 1892,  and yet

another built on 4th Street in 1914.

This particular structure on 4th Street was built as a high school, but was converted to a  junior high

school before being demolished many years later. The current Faribault Middle School and Faribault

High School on the south side of town morphed out of the 4th Street school.

Around the beginning of the 20th century, the school district honored former presidents Lincoln,

Washington, Garfield and McKinley by building and naming elementary schools after

them. Several of these old brick schools had additions put on, becoming linking

points to more efficient buildings much later.  

Jefferson and Roosevelt elementaries were added to the system when the city’s

population grew to justify the construction. A newer McKinley was built to re-

place old McKinley on 2nd Avenue, but the older school would serve the com-

munity as a recreation center for years before meeting the wrecking ball.  After

many years as an elementary, new

McKinley became home to the Dis-

trict Office, but now houses pro-

grams offered by Early Childhood

Family Education.

The Faribault community can be

proud of a long legacy of outstanding

education. What was fostered long ago

has been fed and nurtured into the re-

markable public school system that instills learning in our youth of today.

Benjamin B. Sheffield
The Sheffield family of Scottish descent came to Farib-

ault from Nova Scotia in 1865 to engage in retail merchandising.
They would later establish a flourmill that would become famous
around the world.

Benjamin began his schooling in the Faribault
school district. After eight years of elementary ed-
ucation, he spent several more at Shattuck Acad-
emy, where he graduated in 1880. Instead of
going to Yale for college, Benjamin at age 19
opted to manage the recently-purchased Wal-
cott Flour Mill. By the time Benjamin entered
the business, his father M.B. had developed a
large milling enterprise, owning no less than
four local flour mills, and a vast system of grain
elevators strung along the wheat fields of Min-
nesota and the Dakotas. 

Benjamin proved to be an aggressive businessman, and the Walcott
Mill developed rapidly under his leadership. After their mill on the
Cannon River burned in 1895, he instantly built anew, parlaying the

misfortune into a 1,000 barrel per day, state-of-the-art milling busi-
ness. When his father died in 1899, Benjamin assumed full control of
all the mills and elevators.

In addition to operating a world-wide business, Benjamin Sheffield
was active in civic affairs as a two-term city mayor. He also served as
a trustee of Shattuck, Seabury Divinity School and at Faribault’s early
state institutions.

The Sheffield Milling Co. not only anchored Faribault industry for
years, but contributed mightily to Minneapolis gaining designation as
the Milling Capital of the World between the years of 1880 and 1930.

Fall Changes at the FALC
Each fall brings new and exciting changes! This year

2011 is no exception. Jodi Swenson, a new addition to the
ALC staff, is the Targeted Services teacher at the Faribault
Middle School. Ms. Swenson’s Reading and ELL licen-
sures along with her teaching experience make her highly-
qualified for this position.  As a Targeted Services
instructor, Jodi teaches Language Arts to sixth, seventh and
eighth graders and also works with at-risk students to teach
them study and organizational skills. These types of life
skills benefit them not only in their other classes but down
the road when they enter high school and college.

A change made at the Area Learning Center High School
is our credit recovery program. Starting this fall we piloted
a hybrid online class for students who are at risk of not
graduating on time.  This math class is primarily conducted
on-line with contact via phone, e-mail or discussion boards
along with the online materials that a student must com-
plete in order to earn credit.  What makes this a hybrid class
is that the students are required to attend three face-to- face
sessions, totaling 8 hours, with the course instructor.  These
sessions are mandatory in order for students to earn a grade
and pass the class.  By making these sessions mandatory
students will have personal contact with the teacher to go
over issues that they may be having and also to take the
mid-term and final for the class in person.  The purpose of
this pilot program is to test the online concept for at-risk
students in Independent School District 656.  

As always we are looking for new and better ways to
adapt to the ever changing educational environment and to
better serve the students of District 656.
